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Policy Statement
The Town of The Blue Mountains (The Town) continues to offer outstanding, affordable recreational facilities to its residents and outside organizations while ensuring a full range of safe activities are available. 

Purpose
The purpose of this procedure is to provide all participants with a safe and enjoyable environment through the implementation of safety rules for the arena.

Application
This policy applies to any person entering the ice surface with respect to all Town organized programs such as Adult Skating, Public Skating and Parent and Tot.

Definitions
Adult Skating 
Town organized program, scheduled on Mondays, Wednesdays and Fridays from 10:00am- 11:50a.m. . All participants must be 18yrs of age or older

Public Skating  
Town organized program, scheduled on Saturdays and Sundays from 12:00 p.m.-
12:50 p.m.

Parent and Tot 
Town organized program, scheduled on Wednesdays from 1:00 p.m.-1:50 p.m. and Thursdays from 10:30 a.m. - 11:20 a.m.




Procedures
The following are rules for Town organized programs. 
These rules will be strongly enforced for the safety and enjoyment of all skaters.

1. MUSIC

Adult Skating – 	10:00 a.m.  -11:00 a.m. will consist of Radio played music
11:00 a.m. - 11:50 a.m. will consist of Mixed CD’s supplied by participants of the Town organized Adult Skating Program 

Public Skating - 	Radio played music will be provided
			NO CD’S WILL BE PLAYED AT THIS TIME	

Parent and Tot - 	Radio played music will be provided
			NO CD’S WILL BE PLAYED AT THIS TIME

2. TOWN ORGANIZED PROGRAM RULES

a) No participants are to enter the ice surface area until the resurficer is off the ice and the resurficer door is closed 

b) No food or drink on ice surface

c) No horseplay/games in any area of the facility

d) No erratic/excessive speed skating

e) No balls/pucks/chairs/pylons/sticks or any other item which might interfere with    the safety of any skater while on the ice surface

f) No headsets, cell phones or hand held electronic devices are to be used while        skating

g) Carrying of children is not permitted on the ice surface

h) No sitting on the boards

i) Skate with the direction of all skaters

j) Skaters are required to conduct themselves appropriately at all times

k) Alcohol is prohibited

l) Helmets are strongly recommended

m) Children should be supervised at all times\

n) Respect and cooperate with Staff. They are there for everyone’s safety.

o) All participants are required to wear skates – no footwear other than skates on the ice.
