The artwork is to be substantially in accordance with the proof on file;

The King Street East sign is restricted fo 4’ x 4’ maximum;

The Bay Street East sign is restricted to 2’ (horizontal) and 4’ and be directional in nature,
The signs are to be free standing and not to be placed on municipal infrastructure {sign
posts or hydro poles;

The signs cannot visual obstruct or conflict or be confused with any regulatory signage;
Locates are to be done prior to the install of the signs such that shallow infrastructure in
the ground is not impacted;

Approval from our Engineering & Public Works Department as to focation within the
municipal right-of-way is required prior to the instaliation with the following minimums
noted (Engineering & Public Works may require greater distances):

i} The signs are to be setback a minimum of 6.0 metres from the King Street East
and Elgin Street intersection.
iy The sign at Bay Street East and Elgin Street is to be setback a minimum of 3.0

metres from the travelted portion of the road. CARRIED
