PART A - THE PREAMBLE 
 
PURPOSE 
 
The purpose of this Amendment is to expand the permitted uses on the subject lands to 
include institutional type uses, in keeping with the library and school lands in this 
general area. 
 
LOCATION 
 
The lands subject of this Amendment is located on Town Plot Park Lot 2, Napier W/S; 
Town Plot Part Lot 2, Napier W/S; Town Plot Part Park Lot 2, SW Napier; Parts 1-3, 
Reference Plan 16R-6509; in the Town of The Blue Mountains (formerly the Town of 
Thornbury). 
 
BASIS 
 
The Council of the Corporation of the Town of The Blue Mountains directed Town Staff 
to proceed with the process, based on Planning Staff Report PL.10.41. 
 
A few years ago the Town acquired lands to the east of the L.E. Shore Memorial Library 
(Library) and subsequently developed these lands for parking lot purposes and, more 
recently, acquired 177 Bruce Street South for the future expansion of the Library.  In 
light of these acquisitions and uses, it is appropriate that the Town consider updates to 
its Official Plan. 
 
A comprehensive approach has been taken by Planning Staff to permit institutional type 
uses for all lands between the existing Library and Beaver Valley Community School, 
affecting two (2) residential lot owners, whom have agreed in principle to having their 
lands subject to this amendment. 
 
The existing dwellings would be permitted though an Exception to the Official Plan – this 
would be for 177 and 181 Bruce Street South and 19 Napier Street East, with being 
redesignated to the “Institutional I” Designation. 
 
The existing parking lot of the Library would be redesignated to the “Institutional I” 
Designation since it is the prominent use of the lands for the foreseeable future. 
 
An Amendment to the Town of Thornbury Zoning By-law, being By-law 10-77, is also 
being processed concurrently with this Amendment.

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PART B - THE AMENDMENT 
 
All of this part of the document entitled “Part B - The Amendment” consisting of the 
following text constitutes Amendment No. 23 to the Official Plan of The Town of The 
Blue Mountains.   
 
 
DETAILS OF THE AMENDMENT 
 
The Official Plan is hereby amended as follows:  
 
Item 1: Schedule “A” – Land Use Plan, Map 2 is hereby amended by deleting 

the “Residential RES” Designation and replacing it with ”Institutional I” 
Designation and “Institutional Exception 55 I-55” Designation in the 
manner shown on Town Plot Park Lot 2, Napier W/S; Town Plot Part Lot 
2, Napier W/S; Town Plot Part Park Lot 2, SW Napier; Parts 1-3, 
Reference Plan 16R-6509; Town of The Blue Mountains.  

 
Item 2: Section 13 is hereby amended by adding the following exception: 
 
  “55. Schedule “A” – Map 2  Thornbury Area 
 

In addition to the policies of the Institutional Designation, the lands may 
also permit residential use in the form of single family detached dwellings.” 
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IMPLEMENTATION AND INTERPRETATION 
 
The implementation and interpretation of this Amendment shall be in accordance with 
the respective policies of the Official Plan, as well as through a Zoning By-law 
Amendment for the subject lands under Section 34 of the Planning Act, R.S.O. 1990, c. 
P.13.

Being a By-law to amend Zoning By-law No. 10-77
which may be cited as "The Town of Thornbury

Zoning By-law".

WHEREAS the Council of the Corporation of the Town of The Blue Mountains deems it 
necessary in the public interest to pass a by-law to amend By-law No. 10-77;

AND WHEREAS pursuant to the provisions of Section 34 of the Planning Act, R.S.O. 1990,
c. P.13, the By-law may be amended by Council of the Municipality;

NOW THEREFORE, THE COUNCIL OF THE CORPORATION OF THE TOWN OF THE 
BLUE MOUNTAINS ENACTS AS FOLLOWS:

1. That Section 32, as amended, is hereby further amended by adding the following 
Exception:

“44 Schedule A The existing uses, buildings and structures may also be 
used for those uses permitted by Section 9 of this By-
law.  The existing buildings and structures situated on 
the lands at the time of enactment of this exception are 
deemed to comply with the provisions of this By-law.  
Any new building, structure or addition must comply 
with the regulations of Section 21.3 of this By-law.”

2. Schedule ‘A’ to the Zoning By-law of the Town of Thornbury, being By-law No. 10-
77, is hereby amended by rezoning the subject lands from the Residential R2 Zone 
to the Institutional Exception 44 I-44 Zone for those lands lying and being in the 
Town of The Blue Mountains, comprised of Town Plot Park Lot 2, Napier W/S; 
Town Plot Part Lot 2, Napier W/S; Town Plot Part Park Lot 2, SW Napier; Parts 1-3, 
Reference Plan 16R-6509; as indicated on the attached key map Schedule “A-1”.

3. Schedule “A-1" is hereby declared to form part of this By-law.

4. This By-law shall come into full effect upon the date of approval of the Town of The 
Blue Mountains Official Plan Amendment No. 23, in accordance with Section 24 (2) 
of the Planning Act.

AND FURTHER that this By-law shall come into force and take effect upon the enactment 
thereof.

WHEREAS the Council of the Corporation of the Town of The Blue Mountains deems it 
necessary in the public interest to pass a by-law to amend By-law No. 10-77;

AND WHEREAS pursuant to the provisions of Section 34 of the Planning Act, R.S.O. 1990,
c. P.13, the By-law may be amended by Council of the Municipality;

NOW THEREFORE, THE COUNCIL OF THE CORPORATION OF THE TOWN OF THE 
BLUE MOUNTAINS ENACTS AS FOLLOWS:

1. SECTION 2: DEFINITIONS of the Town of Thornbury Zoning By-law No. 10-77, as 
amended, is hereby amended by adding the following new definitions:
(i) 2.27 (a) “Charitable Corporation” means a corporation incorporated for the 

relief of poverty, the advancement of education, the advancement of religion 
or other charitable purpose.

(ii) 2.93 (a) “Non-profit Corporation” means an institution or organization 
incorporated as a non-profit corporation.

2. Section 21.1 (a) PERMITTED USES of the Town of Thornbury Zoning By-law No. 
10-77, as amended, is amended by adding “charitable corporation, non-profit 
corporation” after “municipal buildings,” in the clause.

AND FURTHER that this By-law shall come into force and take effect upon the enactment 
thereof.
